Making prehistoric pots  Low risk of materials (clay)

Low risk of eating clay

Low risk of grazes or injuries 
from tools and natural 
materials (pine cones, stones, 
shells etc) used to make and 
decorate pots 
 

Facilitator needs to be made 
aware in advance if any child 
has an allergy to clay and will 
offer alternatives to use 
instead 
 
Facilitator will provide clear 
instructions on how to work 
with clay and will ensure that 
no one tries to eat it 
 
The children will use wooden 
tools to make and decorate 
their pots.  
 
Facilitator will ensure that all 
activities are fully described to 
children and teachers with 
health and safety guidance 
given on how to use wooden 
tools and natural materials 
safely to minimise risk (for 
instance children will be told to 
keep them away from their 
eyes).  
 

School to advise of any known 
allergies children might have
